parameters and let the folding option and
the program create the desired structure.
Asthe ancient Japanese art of paper fold-
ing takes an increasingly technological
turn in the scientific field, in architecture,
too, it lends itself to the construction of
interesting geometries. Marco Zanuso
and Giuseppe Raboni, for example, drew
on origami to design a piece of archi-
tecture/contemporary sculpture in the
courtyard of Milan’s Universita Statale
for the last Furniture Fair. “l chose the
shelter type because it is perhaps the
epitome of the architectural type; we say
‘to have a roof over your head' as a syno-
nym for a house, something that protects
us,” explains Zanuso. The two designers
started off with large sheets of structural
aluminium, cut, folded and assembled
(thanks to the Donati Group's patented
IronX?® technology). The particular geom-
etry of the polychrome pillars and the
roof means that the object seems to
change constantly as you walk around
the structure. ES
